Packing Tips for Specific Items

Fragile Items

e [ ] Wrap in bubble wrap or newspaper
Mark "FRAGILE" on all sides

] Pack in smaller boxes (lighter = safer)

] Put heavier items on bottom, lighter on top

Fill gaps with packing paper

Books
e [ ] Pack in small boxes (books are heavy!)
e [ ]Pack spine down
e [ ] Don't overfill boxes
e [ ] Mix with lighter items if needed

Box Size Guide

Small Boxes (Book Boxes): Best for: Books, small appliances, heavy items
Medium Boxes: Best for: Kitchenware, toys, electronics, shoes
Large Boxes: Best for: Bedding, pillows, lampshades, soft toys, clothes

Wardrobe Boxes: Best for: Hanging clothes (keeps them wrinkle-free!)

Final Packing Reminders

v Heavy items in small boxes - Makes them easier to lift
v Fill all gaps - Prevents items moving around

v Don't overfill - Box should close easily

v Tape bottom AND top - Use plenty of tape

v Keep similar items together - Unpacking will be easier
v Label clearly - On top AND sides
